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ANNOTATION. This article examines the culture of teacher’s speech as an essential
component of pedagogical activity from theoretical and practical perspectives.

Expressive speech creates an emotional impact on students and helps them better
internalize knowledge. At the same time, maintaining ethical and aesthetic standards in a
teacher’s speech is an important manifestation of pedagogical tact. Speech based on respect,
politeness, and fairness fosters a positive communication environment between teacher and
students.

In the pedagogical process, a teacher’s speech appears in both monologic and dialogic
forms. Monologic speech is mainly used in presenting new material, explaining, and
summarizing.
