Abstract: In modern conditions, the problem of attracting investments and their effective
use for the effective operation of the enterprise is particularly relevant. Investment
attractiveness is an integral part of business activities of business entities, including production,
innovation, market, marketing and other activities. Formation of investment attractiveness,
development of a clear investment strategy, determination of its priorities, mobilization of all
sources of investments are important for stable and quality development of enterprises in
today's complex environment.
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From a modern perspective, regardless of the chosen method, the result of investing funds
under effective management should be an increase in the company’s value and other key
performance indicators. The sustainable competitiveness of any modern enterprise can only be
ensured through its modernization, active and comprehensive expansion, and the use of the
latest technologies in both production and management.The implementation of these measures
requires additional financial resources and the identification of the most optimal (cost-effective)
sources of investment.

Thus, investments provide
companies with a competitive advantage and often serve as the most powerful driver of growth.

For investors, analyzing and evaluating a company’s investment attractiveness is of great
importance, as it helps minimize the risks of making incorrect investment decisions.

In the literature of local authors, the assessment of investment attractiveness is often
limited to indicators of a company’s financial condition, while the inclusion of other indicators
is usually not sufficiently justified in terms of completeness and adequacy. The rating
approaches proposed by local economists are not targeted at specific groups of investors and
often fail to consider regional characteristics of investment attraction. Furthermore, in the works
of Russian economists, the value-based aspect of evaluation—widely used in Western
fundamental analysis as one of the key criteria for selecting investment objects-is not
sufficiently reflected.

According to IFRS (International Financial Reporting Standards), investing can be defined
as an asset that generates wealth through various forms of income (such as dividends, interest,
and rent), capital appreciation, or other benefits arising from long-term relationships, including
trade relations. In modern conditions, attracting real investments has become a matter of
survival not only for individual enterprises but also for the economy as a whole.

The normal functioning of firms, especially large industrial enterprises, is impossible
without the active attraction of investors’ funds. The primary objective of investors is to
preserve and increase temporarily available capital. Therefore, investors are the key subjects of
investment activity. They may include creditors, clients, buyers, and other participants in the
investment process.
